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BMW CCA Membership Continues Growth Trend

A Welcome Turnaround After Years of Decline

eports of the BMW Car Club of America’s death have been greatly

Rexaggerated. Or have they? Two years ago I attended a National

Congress where senior leadership of the CCA admitted that the club

could become irrelevant. There was a terminal bleeding of members and

funds. Trending showed a downward spiral that became evident to even
the most optimistic members.
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The hard cold facts were annual declines in membership from almost
64,000 primary members in 2008, to 61,000 in 2009, 59,000 in 2010,
and finally 58,000 in 2011. This was very bad news by any standard. The
Congress felt like we were the crew of the Titanic watching the stern slow-
ly lowering into the North Atlantic and not knowing how to slow or stop
the dive. Blaming the economy, BMW marketing, or global warming did
not give us a real reasons for the downward trends seen by both BMW

Unlike the Titanic however, we eventually found bouncy. In 2011 mem-
bership started to climb. We went from 58,000 to 60,000 in 2012, then
61,000 in 2013. Associate memberships linked to primary members also
followed the rebounding trend, supplying an additional 8,000 to the

membership rolls.

While the leadership at both the national and regional lev-

els is breathing a collective sigh of relief to some degree, we

@ are not ready to sound the “all clear” signal just yet. There
still may be additional dangerous icebergs on the club’s ho-

rizon but we are crafting plans to avoid them. The first ac-

tion step entailed surveying our members and we learned

22-25% every year do not renew - mostly because they no
